In the name of Allah the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful 

 

Alhamdulilah. May prayers and blessings be upon the Messenger of Allah. Ashadu anna la ilaha illa 

Allah, wa ashadu ana Mohammad rasul Allah. 

I would like to begin by sending a greeting of love and passion from the holy land of Jerusalem, its 

people, and the Al-Aqsa Masjid to every Muslim and Muslima in the world (Old and young, men and 

women alike). I assure you that every stone in the holy land of Jerusalem and every grain of earth in 

the Al-Aqsa Masjid calls on you and cries out to you saying: “where are you O! Muslim”. Why? 

Because Jerusalem is in danger! Because the Holy Al-Aqsa Masjid is in danger” They are both in 

danger because they are occupied and suffering the suppression of the Israeli occupation.

Will we allow ourselves to give up 

Al-masjid Al-Haram? The answer is clear: No and a thousand no’s! Will we allow ourselves to give up 

the Prophet’s Masjid? The answer is clear: No and a thousand no’s! Then why… why… why do we 

allow ourselves today to give up the Al-Aqsa Masjid, the third holiest Masjid?

The Holy Al-Aqsa Masjid is a sign in Allah’s book and mentioned in the Holy Quran in the beginning 

of Surat Al-Isra’a (Exalted is He who took His Servant by night from al-Masjid al-Haram to al-Masjid 

al- Aqsa, whose surroundings We have blessed, to show him of Our signs. Indeed, He is the Hearing, 

the Seeing.) This Quranic verse is evidence that the Masjid Al-Haram and Al-Aqsa are twins, and that 



Al-Masjid Al-Haram and Al-Aqsa are siblings, meaning that their fates are equal and that they must 

be equally supported. Who of you is for the support of Al-Aqsa Masjid along with Al-Masjid Al-

Haram, who is for the reconstruction of Al-Aqsa Masjid along with Al-Masjid Al- Haram, who will 

hurry and go to the Al-Aqsa Masjid as we go today to Al-Masjid Al-Haram safe and assured fearing 

no one but Allah?

Al-Aqsa Masjid is a sign in the book of Allah and a Quranic cause. As every Muslim and Muslima must 

memorize the Holy Quran, we must also preserve the Al-Aqsa Masjid.  

Who is protecting the Al-Aqsa Masjid today while the Israeli occupation continues to dig tunnels 

beneath it? 

Who will support Al-Aqsa Masjid today when the Israeli occupation has built a synagogue in the 

tunnels under Al-Aqsa and a museum they called “Convoy of Generations”? 

Who will support Al-Aqsa Masjid today when the Israeli occupation converted one of Al-Aqsa’s 

prayer rooms into an Israeli police station? 

Who will support Al-Aqsa Masjid today when the Israeli occupation took control of all the Al-Aqsa 

gates by armed force and permits access to whomever they please and deny access to whomever 

they please? Today, the Israeli occupation denies access to over 3 million Palestinian Muslims living 

in the West bank and Gaza Strip.
