Massacre in Al Quds

The massacre in al Quds which has been sparked of as
a direct result of Sharon’s visit to Masjidul Al Agsa
has already claimed more than 70 martyrs, many of
whom are children and some as young as 18 months
old and over 1,000 injured.

Sharon the head of Likud Party with Ehud Barak’s,
approval entered the Al Agsa compound while over
1,000 Israeli soldiers armed to their teeth with
weapons of destruction closed all the main entrances
into the Masjid compound. Fortunately for the
Ummah the few Palestinian brothers who were inside
formed a human chain on the main door to al Marwan
quarters of Al Agsa where Sharon and his gang where
trying to enter.

In the skirmishes that followed two Palestinians were
made Shaheed. The news of Sharon’s violation of our
Holy site spread and an uprising began. Israelis as is
their fashion brought down their wrath of helicopters,
anti tank missiles and live ammunition upon the
defenceless people of Palestine.

With a shoot-to-kill policy over 60 per cent of the
injuries are reported by doctors to be on the top half
of the body. The St John’s Eye Hospital in Jerusalem
is treating 18 Palestinians shot directly in the eye. A
surgeon in Gaza’s al Shifa Hospital said, ‘he has not
seen anything like this’ where most of the injuries are
to the head and stomach.

While the wounds of the Palestinians is a testimony to
the Israeli brutal tactics, the murder of Muhammad al
Dura, the 12 year old, lying helpless in his father arms
informs us that we are not dealing with a humane
race. Israelis without mercy, or compassion are
carrying out their acts of savagery and brutality as
they have been doing over the past fifty-two years.

Israel with its sustained policies of ethnic cleansing or
Judaisation of Jerusalem has systematically destroyed
the Palestinian people, desecrated Christian and

Muslim holy sites and are an arm’s length of robbing
us of our first Qibla, the second house of Allah on
earth and the third Haram — the Al Aqsa Haram
Sharif.

It has been the Israeli policy to deliberately provoke
the Umaah by carrying out acts of terrorism and
attrition. Since the Zionist set their foot on our blessed
land of al Quds they have rained terror and mayhem.
In 1948 they destroyed the whole village of Deir
Yassin murdering over 240 Palestinian Brothers,
Sisters and Children. In 1990 the terrorist army of
Israel murdered 22 Palestinians in Al Agsa Haram
Sharif and in 1994 in Ibrahimi Mosque a Jew with the
help of Israeli army massacred 29 Palestinians while
in Sujjud of Fajr Salaah during the month of
Ramadhan. More recently over 70 became martyred
in 1996 after the Israeli opened a tunnel under the Al
Agsa and the Palestinians who once again came to the
defence of the Al Agsa Haram Sharif.

It is clear that the Israeli policy is to exterminate the
Palestinians, which are carried out slowly throughout
the year with periods of mass murder.

If the Umaah does not become pro-active throughout
the year and abandons to safeguard the Al Agsa at all
times then the consequences are before us today.
Friends of Al Agsa calls upon the Umaah to work
persistently in safeguarding Al Agsa, even after the
headlines have disappeared from our media. Because
the Israelis do not stop their plans nor their ambitions
when media stops reporting, they are constantly
evaluating their plans on how to destroy the Al Agsa
Haram Sharif.

Therefore we have proposed few short term and long
term measures which we hope you will assist us with
and insh’ Allah through these means we will reach a
position wherein it becomes possible for us to regain
the full control of our Holy City of al Quds and
Masjidul Al Agsa Haram Sharif.

Since Thursday, September 28th, 2000 after Sharon’s visit to the Holy Mosque of Al Agsa, until the writing of this letter, the Israeli
forces continue their aggressive actions in the Occupied Palestinian Territories. They have opened fire against defenceless Palestinian
civilians in one of our holiest site, the al Aqsa Haram al-Sharif and in other parts of the West Bank and Gaza Strip. As a result many
[already over 60] Palestinians have been killed and thousands more have been injured. Many of the injured and killed were under the
age of 18 and one as young as 18 months old baby. The majority of the injuries (over 60 %) were to the upper parts of the body. The
Israelis are using anti-tank missiles, dumb dumb bullets and helicopter gunships, all illegal under international convention, against a
civilian population.



We call upon you:

1. To publicly condemn the Israeli actions for having started the massacre and for the use of lethal weapons against a civilian
population.

2. To work towards bringing the perpetrators of these inhumane crimes in front of an International Criminal Court for War Criminals.

3. To do all in your power to stop Britain and the European Union supply Arms to Israel.

I hope for humanities sake you act swiftly and help bring these ‘barbaric’ actions by Israel to an end.
We look forward to your support. As has been our loyalty to your Party over the years.

Boycott

There are several companies in the UK, which are promoting the apartheid state directly and indirectly. There are three actions to be
undertaken:

Companies like Burger King which have opened a branch in occupied territory of West Bank, exclusively for Jews, we need gain
permission from the Police & Council to have a small picket every Saturday for a few hours and give out leaflets to all those going in
the restaurant on who they are supporting. Those interested in setting up a picket get in touch with us.



Companies like Marks & Spencer, Tesco, Interflora & Sainsbury who sell Israeli products, we need to write to their manager and
inform them that we will boycott them until they stop selling goods from a country [Israel] which is employing apartheid policies and
killing children, women and defenceless people.

In areas where there are a high density of Muslims and the shops mentioned above a request to see the manager and explain the Israeli
policies and the possible boycott by the whole community would also be advisable.

FIVE
Dua
As is our teachings we recommend all the Ulama’s who have not yet started to begin the dua of Qunoot a Nazeela.

To make duas for Al Aqsa Haram Haram Sharif in the second part of the Friday Khutba. We request you carry this on until such time
Allah [swt] gives us victory over the Israelis and Al Agsa is liberated.

Unfortunately the Umaah is wounded at almost all front and bleeds from many sites. The issue of al Quds has been with us for more
than fifty-two years. To tackle this issue is not only important because it is between a colonialist project fashioned and implemented
by the West and Islam, nor because the issue of Palestine has been used to segregate and fragment the Umaah into little insignificant
parts but because we are talking of a place that Allah [swt] the Creator Himself refers to it as a place which He has blessed. Al Quds
and the land of Palestine is important to us because it is an ayah of the Qur’an to abandon it is to abandon a part of the Qur’an and to
abandon a part of the Qur’an is to abandon the religion of truth.

The long suffering of the Palestinians and the threat upon Al Agsa is due to the Umaah’s indifference to the issue. Our emotions,
dedication and efforts are directly related to the reporting of the media.

There is no doubt in my mind that Israel appears to only understand one language and that is the language of force. If Israel pursues
this course it will have no option but to not only face the Palestinians but the Muslim Umaah from throughout the world.

If we return home and get absorbed in the mundane duties of the day to day and neglect the Palestinian issue than I am afraid the next
atrocity and massacre by the Israeli is not far away.

If we do not want to return in the near future for yet another demonstration against the Israeli atrocities, we must depart from here
with the commitment and the will to do all in our power to change the present Zionist oppression upon the Palestinian Muslims and
the dangers to the Al Agsa Haram Sharif.
